	WORSHIP SERVICE OUTLINES
Each worship outline contains all elements needed for your worship service.  The order of each service presented is only a suggestion.  No doubt changes will be needed to accommodate the flow and worship style of your corps.  The outlines are flexible and allow opportunities to “cut and paste” as needed.  If you are blessed with instrumental or vocal music resources, you may find there is more structured material here than needed.

	
This service is an attempt to recall through Scripture, music, prayer, and candles, the entire week's events of the passion. The incremental decreasing of the sanctuary lights with each extinguished candle culminates with the final song sung by Songsters or congregation in minimal lighting. You may decide to have a soloist sing the final number in total darkness. In the outline below, a soloist sings “O sacred head” and the Christ candle is extinguished while the soloist sings the last verse.  The congregation sits quietly in prayer and departs in silence.

This service is highly adaptable. You may elect to eliminate or change the Scriptures and music as you see fit. If you don’t have many people willing to read parts as listed, consider having one person read a whole passage at a time (not multiple readers). You may decide to have the Songsters or a soloist offer selections in place of one or more congregational hymns. If you decide to use a devotional, it may be inserted anywhere within the order.   The offering is intentionally omitted. You may use the service that follows as it is, or you may make your own changes and adaptations.

Opening Responsive Prayer [in print or on screen]:

Leader:	On this dark day, as the shadows deepen,

All:		We come to be present with Jesus.

Leader:	With the glory of Palm Sunday behind us and the victory of Easter not yet come,

All:		We will sit together in this space with our breaking, our broken hearts.

Leader:	In this world that is at once beautiful and holy and tragic,

All:		We seek to be present with all who suffer.

Leader:	In the dark valleys of life, when sorrow threatens to overwhelm,

All:		We long for a safe and sacred space to sit with our grief and our questions.

Leader:	Jesus Christ, holy friend, we know that you are here with us.

All:		Let us be here with you. Amen.

All:		7 Our law says that He should die because He claims to be the Son of God.
Reader 1:	8 Pilate was terrified to hear the Jews making their claims for His execution; 9 so 			he retired to his court, the Praetorium.
Pilate:		Where are You from?
Reader 2:	Jesus did not speak.

Pilate:		Look, here is your King!
All:		15 Put Him away; crucify Him!
Pilate: 	You want me to crucify your King?
Readers 3&4:	We have no king but Caesar!
Reader 1:	16 Pilate handed Him over to his soldiers, knowing that He would be crucified. 			17 They sent Jesus out carrying His own instrument of execution, the cross, to a 			hill known as the Place of the Skull, or Golgotha in Hebrew. 18 In that place, they 			crucified Him along with two others. One was on His right and the other on His 			left. 19 Pilate ordered that a plaque be placed above Jesus’ head. It read, “Jesus of 			Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” 20 Because the site was near an urban region, it 			was written in three languages (Greek, Latin, and Hebrew) so that all could 			understand.
Readers 3&4:	 21 Don’t write, “The King of the Jews.” Write, “He said, ‘I am King of the Jews’!”
Pilate: 	22 I have written what I have written.

The Soldier’s Words
Mark 15:16-24 (The Voice)

Reader 1:	16 The soldiers took Him into the headquarters of the governor; and the rest of the 			soldiers in the detachment gathered there, hundreds of them. 17 They put a purple 			robe on Him and made a crown of thorns that they forced onto His head, 18 and 			they began to cry out in mock salute.
All: 		Hail to the King of the Jews!
Reader 2:	19 For a long while they beat Him on the head with a reed, spat upon Him, and 			knelt down as if to honor Him. 20 When they had finished mocking Him, they 			stripped off His purple robe and put His own clothes back on Him. Then they took 		Him away to be executed.

Jesus:		 (to Mary, His mother): Dear woman, this is your son (motioning to the beloved 			disciple)! 27 (to John, His disciple) This is now your mother.
Reader 2:	Now you know who “the beloved disciple” is: the last eyewitness to the life, 			death, and resurrection of Jesus. Mary has become family to John, fulfilling the 			dying wish of Jesus, his Savior. For those who are gathered at the foot of the 			cross, family is less about blood kinship than it is about covenant obedience.
Reader 3:	The mother of the Lord will serve the redemptive purposes of her son and the 			Savior of the world until her last day on earth. Anyone feeling sorry for himself 			should think about Jesus. He spent all this time before His death, and through His 			death, demonstrating how to love and how to serve.
